She is completely
unaware of everything and always manages to make the wrong decisions, typically by doing exactly the
opposite of what everyone tells her. "Oh, so you mean that opening this door might kill me? Okay! | guess
that means | should open this door!" She likes to point things out about herself and then say, "Y eah, yeah, |
know, I'm such aloser" or "Y eah, okay, I'm atotal brat."

Gemma, you don't need to constantly remind us about these things. We know.

Meet Alex: Heisyour typical attractive, mysterious, snarky, and flirty male lead who is, of course, aso
special, forbidden to get with the girl he wants, and has perfectly messy hair all the time (...Edward, what are
you doing in this story?). "l am so attractive that it totally justifies the absolutely horrible way | treat you!

That's about it. This book was awful. It iswritten like amateur fanfiction, and there were so many
inconsistencies that | don't even know how | got through it sinceit felt like | was reading five different
stories. In one part of the book, Gemmais angry at herself over the fact that she can't read peopl€e's lips when
they speak. Then, later on, on two separate occasions, someone mouths something to her and she flawlessly
understands them.

Oh, don't you give me that
look t0o." Yes, everybody...Gemma just addressed you as the reader. It actually happens many, many times.
Charlotte Bronté pulled this off in her novel. Jessica Sorensen did not.

Gemmawas an extremely stupid, naive, boring character, she encompasses everything that is — stupid
teenage girl.
