| typed that verbatim from the book. And that isn't just one poor passage amongst plenty of other sufficiently
written ones. No. That is how the entire book is written. To find a passage to quote to represent just how
poor the writing is, all | had to do was open the book to a random page and read a few paragraphs. Sorry (and
sad) to day, the writing really isthat tragic.

Ending verdict:
If, like me, you really want these books, despite how sad they are, for collection purposes or something, save



yourself some time and money, and buy the omnibus version, called Avatar: The Last Airbender (The Earth
Kingdom Chronicles Collection) that includes al six of the different character's stories.

Otherwise, thisis a set of books you can skip. Just give the journey to Ba Sing Se section of Avatar: The Last
Airbender another watch and you'll basically have read these books (except minus the headache!)
